What counts as a dental emergency?

Stra|ght to A&E:

* Facial swelling affecting vision or
breathing, preventing mouth opening
more than 2 fingers width.

* Trauma causing loss of consciousness,
double vision or vomiting.

Non-Urgent (may need to wait):

* Loose or lost crowns, bridges or
vVeneers.
Broken, rubbing or loose dentures.
Bleeding gums.
Broken, loose or lost fillings.
Chipped teeth with no pain.
Loose orthodontic wires.
